For the tenth time in a ten-year pe-
riod, | have volunteered to take part
in a fund raising challenge in Novem-
ber, 2007. The funds raised will go to
the Nazareth Hospital which is
owned by the Edinburgh Medical
Missionary Society (EMMS) with the
recognised Scottish Charity Number
CS015000. Thirty riders from around
the world will tackle this cycling chal-
lenge from Dan in the north of Israel
heading south through the Hula Val-
ley at the edge of the golan Heights,
through the Jordan Valley on to the
Sea of Galilee and up to the City of
Jerusalem. It's a challenging but
exciting route through some of the
lands of the Bible. The ride finishes
with an amazing cycle through the
streets of the capital. The route cov-
ers a distance of 320 kilometres (220
miles), some of it on hilly, off-road

tracks. It calls for some dedicated
training!  Riders are volunteering
from all over the UK. Along the way
there will be opportunities to meet

the people of the Holy Land of today

who benefit from the services of the
Nazareth Hospital. The Bike Ride
promises to be as exciting and chal-
lenging as all our previous rides, with
some magnificent scenery, some go
off-road cycling and wonderful fel-

lowship. There will also be an op-
portunity to visit the Hospital and see

the work first-hand

The sponsorship raised will be
used to develop the work and
Christian witness of the Nazareth
Hospital, which serves all the peo-
ple of Lower Galilee, regardless of
race or religion.

The Cross Party Group in the
Scottish Parliament on Wastes
Management was set up in
2003 to provide a platform for

tional Waste Plan. The group
meets quarterly to ensure an
exchange of information be-
tween members of the Parlia-
ment, industry and other inter-
ested parties on a wide range
of waste management topics.
